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This Liaison is related to the ISO/IEC 10036 standard (dated July 1996) on "Registration Authority for Font-Related Objects" and to the following website: http://www.glocom.ac.jp/iso10036/ (an email was sent to www@glocom.ac.jp on Oct. 1, 2002, but we received no answer).

The ASN.1 Project of the ITU-T (http://www.itu.int/itu-t/asn1/) is currently in a process of extracting the OIDs defined in all ITU‑T Recommendations and ISO standards, and populating a database that will be available at: http://asn1.elibel.tm.fr/oid 

The latest edition of the ASN.1 standard (published this Summer) says in the note on subclause D.3.1 of ISO/IEC 8824-1 that the use of arc registration-authority(1) under iso(1) has been withdrawn.

Such a statement was already present in the 1994 edition of the ASN.1 standard but the current members of the ASN.1 Group can't recall why it was introduced.

This statement seems wrong, for we now know of at least two subsequent arcs under "{iso(1) registration-authority(1)}":

1. document-type(2) is defined in ISO/IEC 9834-2:1993.

(BTW if "document-type" has number 2, this probably means that number 1 has been reserved for some reason.)

2. an arc numbered 10036 is defined in ISO/IEC 10036:1996 (i.e.,after the publication of the 1994 edition of the ASN.1 standard).

(BTW while not illegal, this "big" number under the registration-authority arc seems a bit strange.)

We would appreciate your providing us with any information or comments on why this arc 10036 was created under the registration-authority arc and whether we should remove the note on the withdrawal of the that arc from the ASN.1 standard.
