	Scope 
This proposed standard specifies a set of functionalities of document rendering systems to provide the minimum requirements for document interchange preserving a presentation style between different rendering systems.

	Purpose and justification 
Style specification languages, e.g., ISO/IEC 10179 or XSL, specify how to render the structured documents. When interchanging a document with style specification, however, cannot be rendered with the same presentation style as specified in case the rendering system has no enough functionality.

In order to guarantee the interchange preserving presentation style, there could be necessary to make a negotiation of the minimum requirements for style functionality between rendering systems.

Those style functionalities should be clearly defined to describe the capability and performance of rendering systems. Some functions such as hyphenation and word wrapping have been dealt with as implementation issues of rendering systems. However, the minimum requirements for specifying document rendering systems should include those issues as well as the features defined by existing style specification languages.
