We appreciate your comments that clarify the definition of “italic” in the next edition of ISO/IEC 14496-22 (and OpenType specification version 1.5). All the comments will be included in FDIS text of ISO/IEC 9541-4.
Also we wish to hear the comments on the platform dependency of bits 7, 8, 9 which are introduced since OS/2 version 4. Considering that OS2/.Panose[] and OS/2.sFamilyClass could declare the scriptic typeface, it seems that OS/2.fsSelection bits 7, 8, 9 are introduced for new font framework (Microsoft Windows Presentation Framework?) independent from Windows GDI or Mac OS font framework. If the handling of these bits are not platform-specific and should be prioritized than Panose or FamilyClass information, we should note it in ISO/IEC 9541-4.
