Liaison statement to SC29/WG11 on media types
Although SC29/WG11 had standardized ISO/IEC 14496-22 (OFF), today no appropriate media types for OFF and its variants are registered in IANA. As a result, some document packages have to declare the media type by "experimental" media types (e.g. ISO/IEC 29500 (OOXML) uses "application/x-font-ttf" to declare a TrueType font resource in the document package), other documents declare the content without media types (e.g. CSS2 (1998) used 'src' property to specify the font format). The standard media type for OFF should be registered.

Considering the fact that the number of the font formats currently in-use is large (even if we count the font formats with publicly disclosed specification, the number is greater than 20), the registration of new top level media type "font" is more appropriate than existing top level media type "application".

Requesting the creation of the new top level media type “font” may require a lengthy application process with IANA. SC34 asks OFF experts to support its work in this regard.
