The scope of 24754-2 is the terminology in 24754-1 and basic concepts of layout composition. Citing W3C specifications may lead the reader to infer that the ISO specification is only for use when using those W3C specifications. On the contrary, 24754-2 will be useful whether the reader is using, say, W3C XSL-FO, ISO/IEC DSSSL, proprietary Adobe CSS, or any other page layout facility.
